MEETING COMENIUS IN GERMANIA
Dal giorno 10 al giorno 15 Maggio un gruppo di 10 studenti delle classi 2cg,3cg,3bg, accompagnati dalle professoresse Carboni e Di Pierro si sono recati in Germania, nella cittadina di Bocholt  per partecipare all’ultimo incontro del progetto Comenius Home Sweet Home.

Gli studenti sono stati ospitati dalle famiglie tedesche che si sono dimostrate molto ospitali . La presentazione dei lavori svolti che avevano come tema “la casa del futuro “, si sono svolti nella sala delle riunioni del municipio, alla presenza del preside della scuola tedesca e del sindaco. Inerente al tema del progetto abbiamo visitato un villaggio nella città di Munster, dove era possibile rivivere le case rurali del passato mentre per quanto riguarda la casa del futuro abbiamo visitato la zona del porto di Dusserdolf che è stata completamente risanata e ricostruita con bellissimi palazzi avveniristici.
I lavori degli studenti di Pontedera: presentazioni ppt sulla casa del futuro, scene parodizzate tratte dal romanzo Frankenstein e una danza sul tema dei robots , sono state molto apprezzate dai partecipanti al meeting. Si è concluso così il progetto a cui farà seguito come prodotto finale un E-Book che racconterà l’esperienza vissuta da tutte le scuole partecipanti al progetto, e parte dei lavori svolti.

The presentation of the works carried out by all the delegations on the topic chosen as “the house in the future” , was developed in the town hall  auditorium , in the headmaster  of the Marie gymnasium school and major  of the town‘s presence.

A beautiful exhibition of  the drawings and hand-crafted works from all the countries participating , was organized in the hall .

The Capannoli school brought a “robot” that told its moving story , about its creation  and its creator.

The Pontedera students’ works , that were ppt on the house of the future, sketches made out by the parody film “The young Frankenstein”, and a dance on the robots theme, were very appreciated by the participants of the meeting.
Concerning the subject of the meeting we visited a village near  the town of Muster, where it was possible to relive the rural houses of the past time, while for what concerned the house of the future we visited the river port area in Dusseldorf , this area was completely  redeveloped and rebuilt with remarkable  futuristic buildings.
We went visiting  the city of Amsterdam in Holland too, where it was interesting  to admire the architectonic style of the city buildings , most of them very funny in their leaning structure, due to the particular construction of  the city , where all the buildings are supported  by a great deal  of pilings.
Everywhere we tasted the good German food with its special beer, and the tasty meat.

Much to our  regret  the project came to an end , but an e-book will follow as a final product, where will be told the experience lived by our school and by all the school involved in the project, and it will be possible to see s the most part of the works made by the students.
